The Kiwanis of Batesville was formed
over 30 years ago, and from the beginning
were involved with kids through the soc-
cer program, Kiwanis Student Leadership
Academy, and Key Club.

Through our affiliation with the state, our
local Kiwanis organization has also
supported Riley Children’s Hospital in
Indianapolis.

Based on the propensity for local families to
seek treatment for their children at Cincinnati

Children’s Hospital, in 2006 the organization,

through its Kids & Us program, began
supporting Cincinnati Children’s Hospital
through aid directed to the Children’s
Medical Clinic here in Batesville. This aid is
administered locally by Dr. Scott Callahan at
the Batesville clinic.

In 2010, the Batesville Kiwanis & Key Club

Members are expanding their Kids & Us
program through a tutoring partnership
with area schools.

This partnership will focus on partnering the
students with needs with adult volunteers to
help them achieve a greater understanding of
school subjects.
