In addition to 
having our students wash their hands often with soap an d water, automatic 
hand sanitizers are mounted in each classroom.  All teachers have sanitizing 
wipes in their classrooms to wipe surface areas when necessary.  If you have 
any other questions or concerns, you may call the school nurse or Mrs. 
Burton.  
 
Not e:  As the year goes on, and especially during flu season, many classrooms 
run out of the disposable sanitizing wipes (like the Clorox Disinfecting 
Wipes).  If you see a sale on them later in the year and would like to 
purchase one for school, that would b e a great help!
